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Abstract

The study aimed at identifying the relationship between family functioning,
both psychological happiness, and academic adjustment among the pupils of the
second cycle of basic education. In addition, it aimed at the probability of predicting
both psychological happiness and academic adjustment through family functioning.
The study was conducted on 230 students (85 males — 145 females). The study resulted
in the following

-There are statistically significant differences between the average scores of males
and females in the dimensions of family functioning , overall degree, dimension
of social participation, relationship with mates, and academic adjustment, but
there are no differences among them in dimensions of psychological happiness,
overall degree, and the other dimensions of academic adjustment .

-There is a statistically significant correlation between the male students' (female)
grades of second cycle of basic education regarding family functioning,
psychological happiness, academic adjustment, their sub components, and the
overall degree .

-Psychological happiness can be predicted through family functioning regarding
males or females .

-Academic adjustment can be predicted through family functioning regarding males or

females.
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
