Summary

Thesis Title: Susceptibility of Marital Abuse and its Relationship
with Vocational Adjustment among Female Teachers in the Light of
Some Demographic Variables

Marriage is the means that Allah has enacted so that man can
accomplish his/her life in the light of legitimacy and social commitment,
because marriage is based on mercy and harmony between men and
women, and marriage is based on love and mutual interest between the
two parties. A man and a woman gathered in one house to be a family
that is the nucleus of society, not to wage a war between them, which is
dominated by the strong party to the weak, and most of the time the wife
Is the weak party that bears and silences to abuse for many reasons such
as what Saeed Saeed Nasser said (2011:284) that one of the factors that
also affects the susceptibility of marital abuse is the fear of the wife of her
inability to provide material support to her children on her own, fear of
customs and traditions, and the question of children always about the
father in case of breaking up, some wives believe that abuse It's a sign of
a husband's love for a wife, the psychological fear of some of the women
victims , which prompts them to refrain from reporting abuse, such as the
fear of the mother on her children to leave them at the mercy of the unjust
father who beat them, fear of the stigma of the divorced woman and
resulting from the injustice of the society to the divorced, or her fear of
reprisals if she asks for a divorce from a strong authoritarian husband.

Many researchers in the field of professional psychology have
pointed out that there is a close relationship between general harmony
and professional harmony: the profession of the individual plays a central
role in his general harmony in his life, so if we look at the lives of each of
us we find it divided between family and work, and any problems we are
exposed to in any of the two sides naturally affect the other side (Fifeer
Mohamed EIl Hadi, 2007: 1460).



In this regard, researchers have pointed out that "an individual who
Is under family pressure, for example, may be more stressed while
performing his or her functions, and therefore there is a need to seek out
all sources of external (non-professional) pressures and try to solve them
If we want a professional harmony in the general terminological sense™
(Fathi al-Sharqawi, 2003:57)

The Study Problems:

1. Is there a statistically significant relationship between susceptibility of
marital abuse and the vocational adjustment among primary school
female teachers?

2. Is there a statistically significant effect of the place of residence
(village, city) on the degrees of susceptibility of marital abuse among
primary stage female teachers?

3. Is there a statistically significant effect of the number of years of
marriage (less than 5 years, 5-10 years, 11 years and over) on the degrees
of susceptibility of marital abuse of primary school female teachers?

4. Are there statistically significant effects of the interaction between the
place of residence (village, city), and the number of years of marriage
(less than 5 years, 5-10 years, 11 years and over) on the degrees of
susceptibility of marital abuse of primary school female teachers?

5. Is there a statistically significant impact on the presence of children
(with children, without children) on the degrees of susceptibility of
marital abuse of primary school female teachers?

6. Is there a statistically significant impact of the age difference between
couples (less than 5 years, 5-10 years, 11 years and over) on degrees of
susceptibility of marital abuse of primary school female teachers?

7. Is there a statistically significant effect of the interaction between the
presence of children (with children, without children) and the age
difference between the couples (less than 5 years-5-10 years, 11 years and
over) on the susceptibility of marital abuse of primary school female
teachers?



The Study Objectives:

1. Identify the relationship between susceptibility of marital abuse and the
vocational adjustment among primary school married female teachers.

2. Disclosing of the extent to which susceptibility of marital abuse is
affected by different places of residence (village, city) among primary
school married female teachers.

3. Disclosing of the extent to which susceptibility of marital abuse is
affected by the number of years of marriage (less than 5 years, 5-10
years, 11 years and over) among primary school female teachers.

4. Disclosing of the extent to which the impact of the interaction between
the place of residence (village, city), and the number of years of marriage
(less than 5 years, 5-10 years, 11 years and over) on the susceptibility of
marital abuse among primary school female teachers.

5- Disclosing of the extent to which susceptibility of marital abuse is
affected by the difference in the presence of children (with children,
without children) among primary school female teachers.

6 Disclosing of the extent to which the impact of the susceptibility of
marital abuse to the difference in age difference between the couples (less
than 5 years, 5-10 years, 11 years and over) among primary school female
teachers.

7. Disclosing of the extent to which the impact of the interaction between
the presence of children (with children, without children) and the age
difference between the couples (less than 5 years, 5-10 years, 11 years
and over) on the susceptibility of marital abuse among primary school
female teachers.

The Significance of the Study:

The significance of the current study is that it sheds light on a topic
that concerns women and the society as a whole, a topic that is frequently
discussed, and giving figures and indications about it without relying on a



systematic scientific survey and its reflection on the relationship between
the couple, and the negative effects that physically and psychologically
befall the wife as a result of abuse by the husband.

The Study Hypotheses:

1. There is a statistically significant relationship between the
susceptibility of marital abuse and the vocational adjustment among
primary school female teachers.

2. There is no statistically significant effect on the susceptibility of
marital abuse according to the place of residence (village - city) on the
degrees of susceptibility of marital abuse among primary school female
teachers.

3. There is no statistically significant effect of the number of years of
marriage (less than 5 years, 5-10 years, 11 years and over) on the degrees
of susceptibility of marital abuse among primary school female teachers.

4. There are no statistically significant effects of interaction between
place of residence (village - city), and the number of years of marriage
(less than 5 years, 5-10 years, 11 years and over) on the degrees of
susceptibility of marital abuse among primary school female teachers.

5. There is no statistically significant effect of the presence of children
(with children, without children) on the degrees of susceptibility of
marital abuse among primary school female teachers.

6. There is no statistically significant effect of the age difference between
couples (less than 5 years, 5-10 years, 11 years and over) on the degrees
of susceptibility of marital abuse among primary school female teachers.

7. There is no statistically significant effect of the interaction between the
presence of children (with children, without children), and the difference
of age between the couples (less than 5 years, 5-10 years, 11 years and
over) on the degrees of susceptibility of marital abuse among primary
school female teachers.



Statistical Methods Used:

Pearson correlation coefficient to identify the relationship between the
dimensions of the susceptibility of marital abuse measure and the
dimensions of vocational adjustment, test (T-Test) to identify the
differences between the teachers of residence in the village and the
teachers of residence in the city, and the differences between teachers
who do not have children and teachers with children, variance analysis to
identify differences between groups of different years of marriage,
married (less than 5 years, 5-10 years, 11 years and over), and groups of
age difference between the couples (less than 5 years, 5-10 years, 11
years and over).

The Study Results:

1. There is a statistically negative correlation between the dimensions of
marital abuse, its overall degree, and the dimensions of vocational
adjustment and its overall degree among primary school female teachers.

2. There is a statistically significant effect on the place of residence
(village, city) on the degree of susceptibility of marital abuse among
primary school female teachers in favor of residence in the village.

3. There is a statistically significant effect of the number of years of
marriage (less than 5 years, 5-10 years, 11 years and over) on the degree
of susceptibility of marital abuse among primary school female teachers
in favor of married women 11 years and over.

4. There are statistically significant effects of interaction between place of
residence (village, city), and number of years of marriage (less than 5
years, 5-10 years, 11 years and over) on the degree of susceptibility of
marital abuse among primary school female teachers.

5. There is a statistically significant effect of the presence of children
(with children, without children) on the degree of susceptibility to marital
abuse among primary school female teachers in favor of having children.



6. There is a statistically significant effect of the age difference between
the couples (less than 5 years, 5-10 years, 11 years and over) on the
degree of susceptibility to marital abuse among primary school teachers
in favor of the age difference between the couple 5-10 years.

7. There is a statistically significant effect of the interaction between the
presence of children (with children, without children) and the difference
in age between couples (less than 5 years, 5-10 years, 11 years and over)
on the degree of susceptibility of marital abuse among primary school
female teachers.

The researcher recommended the need for more social and psychological
studies aiming at identifying the underlying causes of susceptibility of
marital abuse, and intensifying programs aimed at raising the awareness
of the wife of her rights, and providing her with strategies to ensure that
differences are settled in ways that are far from marital abuse. And the
need for women's and human rights institutions to provide preventive,
therapeutic and legal counseling services that help to curb this
phenomenon, directing media efforts to promote a culture of dialogue and
respect within the family, working to reorganize and stabilize the rules of
understanding between couples and change the way they treat each other
better, focus and interest in premarital counseling courses before and after
marriage, the husband's obligation to treat him with his wife by applying
what is stated in the Islamic sharia and its ethics in dealing.
