The concept of self-esteem is a
behavioral phenomenon that is supposed to be measurable. researchers in
the fields of psychology and mental health have been interested in the
concept of satisfaction with life, which includes the individual's feeling of
happiness and enjoying the life he/she lives, and thus enjoying the highest
degree of mental health and moderation.

The study proplem

The problem of the current study can be identified in the following main
question :

What is the relationship between self-esteem and life satisfaction
according to internet addicts from high school student?

This question is divided into the following sub-question:

1. what is the relationship between self-esteem and internet addiction
according to high school students?

2. what is the relationship between life satisfaction and internet addiction
according to high school students ?

3. what is the relationship between self-esteem and life satisfaction
according to internet addicts of high school students ?



4. Do the grades of internet addicts of high school students differ on the
self-esteem standard according to gender (males,females)?

5. Do the grades of internet addicts of of high school students differ life
satisfaction standard according to gender (meals,females)?

The study objetives :
The current study aims to:

1. identify the relationship between self-esteem and life satisfaction
according to internet addicts of high school students .

2.identify the relationship between self-esteem and internet addiction
among high school students.

3. identify the relationship between life satisfaction and internet addiction
among high school students .

4. identify the difference between self-esteem according to internet
addicts of high school students due to gender differences (males,females)

5. . identify the difference concerning life satisfaction assording to
internet addicts of high school students due to gender difference
(males,females).

Importance of the study:

1. . identify the relationship between self-esteem and life satisfaction
according to internet addicts of high school students .

2. this study is conserned with an important age stage, which is the
secondary stage , one of the most vulnerable stages to the excerssive use
of the internet and its effect on self-esteem and life satisfaction .

3. the scarcity of arab studies within the limits of the researcher's
knowledge, which dealt with self-esteem and life satisfaction according to
internet addicts.

Study hypotheses:



1.there is no statistically significant correlation between the grades of
secondary students on the self-esteem standard and their grades on the
internet addiction standard.

2. There is no staistically significant between the grades of secondary
students on the life satisfiaction standard and their grades on the Internet
addiction standard.

3. There is no staistically significant between the grades of Internet
addiction secondary students on the self-esteem standard and their grades
on the Life staiafaction standard.

4. There is no staistically significant differences between the mmean
scores of Internet addiction secondary students on the self-esteem
standard and their grades variable (males, females).

5. There is no staistically significant differences b There is no staistically
signi secondary students on the self-esteem standard and their grades on

The Study Results

1.The first hypotheseis, " There is no staistically significant between the
grades of secondary students on the life satisfiaction standard and their
grades on the Interne the Life staiafaction standard.t addiction standard",
was rejecticted and the alternation hypotheseis, which states that is a
statistically positive correation at the level of significance (0,01) among
the grades of secondary students on the self-esteem standard and their
grades on the Life staiafaction standard, was accepted.



2.The zero hypotheseis, which states " There is no staistically significant
between the grades of secondary students on the life satisfiaction standard
and their grades on the Internet addiction standard "was partially, while
the alternation hypothesei which states that is a statistically positive
correation at the level of significance (0,05) among the grades of
secondary students on the self-esteem standard and their grades on the
Internet addiction standard, was accepted.

3. The zero hypotheseis, which states " There is no staistically significant
between the grades of secondary students on the standard and the
Internet addiction heir grades on the self-esteem standard and their
grades on the Life staiafaction standard was rejected, while the
alternation hypothesei which states "there is statistically positive
correation at the level of significance (0,01) among the grades of
secondary students on the self-esteem standard and their grades on the
Self —esteem standard

the mean scores of Internet addiction of secondary school students on the
Self —esteem standard, "was accepted and attributed to the gender
variable (males, females), that is, the grades of Internet addiction of
secondary school students on the Self —esteem standard did not vary
according to gender differens males, females)
