
This study aims to reveal the relationship between cognitive classroom 

environment, emotional creativity and achievement. Moreover, the study 

aims to identify emotional creativityand perceived classroom environment 

differences among (male and female) students and predict with contribution 

of cognitive classroom environment to emotional creativity and achievement 

for students of the 2nd cycle of basic education. The study sample included 

340 students at second grade of preparatory education. The researcher used 

emotional creativity scale (prepared by the researcher), and perceived 



classroom environment (prepared by the researcher). In addition, the 

researcher used statistical methods such as Person correlation coefficient, T-

test and multiple regression analysis, reaching to the following results: 

1-Existence of significant statistical differences at 0.01 significance level 

between males and females in dimensions and total score of perceived 

classroom environment for females. 

2-Existence of significant statistical differences at 0.01 significance level 

between males and females in dimensions and total score of emotional 

creativity “phrases and situations” for females. 

3-A positive significant statistical relationship at 0.01 significance level 

among scores of perceived classroom environment for study sample and 

their scores on emotional creativity “ phrases -situations “ . 

4-A positive significant statistical relationship at 0.01 significance level 

among average scores of females and males on perceived classroom 

environment and achievement for students at second grade of preparatory 

school. 

5-Emotional creativity “ phrases-situations “ and Achievement can be 

predicted through ”male and female” scores on scale of classroom 

environment for students at second grade of preparatory school
