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The present study aimed to identify the relationship between the level
assertiveness either if it is (positive or negative) and the level of social
support, and through some of the variables that are included (sex,
intelligence and academic achievement)

The study sample consisted of 400 students from the second grade students
of the preparatory stage divided into (200) students were male and 200
female students were female

The study consisted of tools arrays in a row for a measure (John Raven), and
the measure assertiveness (by the researcher), and a measure of social
support (by the researcher)(



The study revealed the existence of a positive direct correlation between
assertiveness social support reaching the correlation coefficient (0.48) and
refer to statistically significant at the level of significance (0.05) for who
have high and low achievement of students in the preparatory stage, and
there was a clear difference statistically significant between males and
females in the level of assertiveness dimensions for who have high degree
collection in favor of females, and the lack of statistically significant
differences between males and females in the level of assertiveness have low
attainment, and the existence of clear differences statistically significant
between males and females in the social support dimensions level of high
collection in favor of females, and the lack of statistically significant
differences between males and females in social support level of low
achievement, and the lack of statistically significant differences in
assertiveness level between high and low achievement, and the lack of
statistically significant differences in social support between high
achievement and low achievement, and the presence of a positive direct
correlation between assertiveness social support reaching the correlation
coefficient (0.45 ) and refer to statistically significant at the level of
significance (0.05) | have a sample of students from the preparatory stage,
and the lack of statistically significant differences between males and
females in the level of assertiveness | have a sample of students from the
preparatory stage, and the lack of statistically significant differences
between males and females in the social level of support | have a sample of
students in the preparatory stage.
