A suggested Perspective for Varying Funding Resources of the Egyptian Industrial
Education in the Light of Labor Market Requirements

Thesis Abstract

The aim of the study was to identify the conceptual framework for financing
education as well as the reality of industrial education in Egypt and to identify
the skills required by graduates of industrial secondary education schools to
meet the requirements of the labor market as well as foreign expertise in the
field of financing industrial education.

The study used the method of middle research as it is more appropriate to the
nature of the study and its objectives and was applied to the same. The study
community represents educational leaders, learners and interested civil society
and businessmen from applying a questionnaire to them to determine the
opportunities of diversifying the sources of financing of Egyptian industrial
education in light of the requirements of the labor market.

The results of the study showed the need to support NGOs to finance
industrial education through voluntary initiatives with the participation of the
Ministry of Education and the activation of a marketing center for the products
of industrial education schools.
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
