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English summary

Introduction

If education is a legal and legislative human right, the developmental and
social role of education cannot be overlooked. Hence the principle of compulsion in
a certain amount of education, there is a reciprocal relationship between access to a
certain amount of education and the participation of the individual in the
development challenges imposed by the third millennium, education is necessary for
the individual to live in a society, and the community is committed to provide for his
sons and daughters. Nevertheless, there are groups that can be called marginalized or
disadvantaged groups, such as those in remote areas, who cannot access education,
although it is a constitutional right, due to many economic, social and educational
conditions.

There is a constitutional and legal right for marginalized groups and
residents of remote areas without education, but this right is violated within the
framework of the rights violated by these groups, and therefore requires the need to
cooperate and coordinate efforts in order to obtain their right to education.

Research problem

The researcher made an exploratory visit to Al-Ezaby Island in Lake
Manzala and saw what was going on for two days as a field visit to the island, which
found marginalization in all levels of service, especially education, and found during
the visit the intensity of the terrible silence and a sense of isolation amid a lake
bordered by water from every direction, and conditions appearing manifestations
The decline due to illiteracy, ignorance, poverty, disease and marginalization
imposed by the harsh terrain

Hence the problem of research is the presence of factors contributing to the
deprivation of children from the right to education, which leads to the leakage of
pupils, which in turn lead to illiteracy and ignorance and lack of progress and
underdevelopment of society and limit the development and low quality of life, and
the lack of a culture of dialogue. Through the above can be formulated the problem
of research in the main question:
How can educational justice in remote areas be strengthened in the light of the
requirements of sustainable development?
A number of the following sub-questions arise from this question:
1 - What are the manifestations of strengthening educational justice in remote areas?
2- What are the reasons for strengthening educational justice in remote areas?
3- What is the importance of education in remote areas?
4-What is the role of education in achieving sustainable development?
5-What are the living patterns of the population in remote areas?
6- What is the proposed vision to strengthen the educational justice in remote areas
in the light of the requirements of sustainable development?

Research Methodology

The research uses the ethnographic approach and observations and personal
interviews are standard procedures to collect data from the field, and uses the
ethnographic method to see the educational reality as it is from within, and achieves
a great qualitative step in dealing with educational problems realistically, which is
concerned with the sociological analysis of the social phenomenon, which helps the
researcher to dive into the problem Research and identify the precise details of the
phenomenon, which helps in understanding the prevailing culture within the school.

Research Tools

The research uses many tools or what can be called ethnographic mechanisms to
analyze the reality of those factors affecting the activation of the role of the
educational process in schools remote areas of the island of Ezaby, and used the
following tools:

1. Observing participation in order to identify the most important features of the
physical environment of the school island Ezabi, and educational practices that
support the achievement of educational justice within the school island of Ezaby.

2. Open and standardized interviews with sample members for the purpose of
identifying the obstacles of educational justice in Ezaby Island.

3. Photographic documentation in order to document observation observations and
interviews with the sample.

Sample size

The sample (mayor) was selected from the inhabitants of the island of Ezaby,
interested in the educational process, and a group of students enrolled in the school,
and a group of other dropouts.

Research Limits:

1. Objective limits: It is to strengthen educational justice in Ezaby Island.

2. Geographical Boundaries: El-Ezaby Island School in Lake Manzala of
Dakahlia Governorate.

3. Human Borders: It is a sample of the inhabitants of Al-Ezaby Island who are
interested in the educational process and some students enrolled in the school,
and dropouts.

4. Time Limits: Determine the time of conducting the research from 2015 until
the end of the research.

The most important results of the research

6. Educational justice requires, in the light of the requirements of sustainable
development, to examine the real life conditions of students from multiple angles,
social, environmental, economic, health.

7. Educational justice in the light of the requirements of sustainable development
aims to improve the quality of life of individuals in terms of reducing the rates of
poverty rates, increase income for the family.

8. The deterioration of the quality of education in remote areas is an important factor
in pushing the poor away from enrollment and continuing education.

10. The high cost of education, low level of household income in remote areas,
marginalized lead to the survival of a large number of children of school age outside
the educational system.
