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Summary

The concern with human energies has become one of the most important issues that nations
pay great value to, as they are considered one of the main foundations of reform and
development. There are many methods of care presented by nations to individuals such as
education since it is the main cornerstone in building and forming both hearts and minds of
human beings and it qualifies man to deal with science and absorb progress mechanisms.
Here comes the role of educational institutions, at all levels, to prepare and qualify human
energies so as to exploit them in the process of development. Hence, universities and schools
are considered the most important institutions that affect society from the cultural and
educational aspects. Moreover, they are affected by changes in society as a result of
technological and scientific revolutions and in view of that changes, the role of these
institutions has been developed than in the past as they include the participation in offering
services for society and its institutions and invest the resources of the environment for the
sake of better development.

Cooperation between universities and the various institutions of the society appears through
community partnership. This concept becomes clear through the thinking that believes in
knowledge society and learners who participate in enriching the educational process inside
and outside educational institutions.

This community partnership is represented in the preparation of society to cooperate
effectively in developing and reforming the educational process as well as providing the
supporting and gravitational environment for learners. Under this mobility towards activating
and supporting the- community partnership, the Academy of Scientific Research and
Technology develops a group of scientific programs based on the needs of society and the
investment of its human capital. The Child University program is one of these programs
offered by this academy as it is considered an educational project which enables the ability of
creative, critical and scientific thinking through the creation of training opportunities for
children in the university society as long as it is carried out in thirty four universities at the
republic level.

The trend towards these projects and programs starts to keep up with the world trend
towards the education of creativity and taking care of the talented. Both the talented and the
creative need care and concern from all authorities and institutions of society as they are
characterized by unusual abilities and features which enable them to develop their societies
and avoid many problems that may affect them negatively such as the lack of parents'
awareness of their children's talents, the poverty of school environment and its weakness to
meet their needs. Therefore, the effective educational institution is the one that manages to
provide both social and academic climate which supports talent and creativity that provoke
the student's interest and motivation for the purpose of an education based on respecting the
student's abilities, preferences and attitudes.
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Research Problem and Questions

It is noticed that the uncertainty of the educational role played by the Child
University towards the education of creativity generally in schools and rural ones, in
particular. It is noted from the list of the accepted children that the majority of them
are in language schools and the schools that lie in the city-wide due to lack of society
awareness of this role. Thus, the gap appears here between what is presented to
children in the Child University and the subjects given to them at school. This leads to
the necessity of preparing a supportive school climate for the education of creativity
through training teachers on the programs of the Child University and that will support
children in the school. Moreover, the problem of poor coordination among the
authorities,which care for the talented and creative, and the parents which dispels great
efforts that could have been invested in sponsoring talented and creative individuals
and this what the pilot study conducted on the Child University in the governorates of
Damietta and Port Said confirmed as it revealed the absence of cooperation and
community between school and the Child University.

Thus, the problem of the current research lies in the absence of cooperation
between the Child University, as an educational program concerned with the education
of creative individuals in the 9-11 age group, i.e. the pre-university stage of education,
and the schools that contain this stage and the lack of a supportive school climate for
creativity.

The research aims at answering the following main question:

What are the requirements for building a community partnership between the Child
University and school to create a supportive school climate for the education of
creativity?

This main question is subdivided into the following questions:

1)  What are the conceptual contexts of community partnership? And what are its
most important fields in the educational process?

2) What are the theoretical and intellectual frameworks of the education of
creativity?

3) What are the most important local and international current experiences of the
Child University?

4) What is the reality of community partnership between child and school in Egypt?
What is its role in supporting the education of creativity?

5) How can we build a community partnership between the Child University and
school to create a supportive school climate for the education of creativity?
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Aims of the Study

The research aims at achieving the following goals:
1) Pinpointing the most important local and international contemporary experiences
2) Recognizing the reality of community partnership between the Child University and
school in Egypt besides its role in supporting the education of creativity.
3) Conceptualizing a proposal for building a community partnership between the Child
University and school to create a supportive school climate for the education of
creativity.

Research Importance

The importance of the research lies in the following:
A) Theoretical Importance:
The research keeps up with the world trend towards taking care of the talented and
creative children and it sheds light on the sponsoring creativity in Egypt as it has
educational and developmental indications which are reflected in the progress and
advancement of society. It also seeks to support the community partnership among the
educational institutions. Moreover, it also presents various experiences of world
experiments in the field of community partnership to support the education of
creativity which represents a scientific addition to this field.

B) Applied Importance:

This importance lies in recognizing the reality of the Child University program in
Egypt and providing decision makers and advisors with mechanisms to activate the
community partnership among the various educational institutions. The research also
sheds light on the Child University program and conceptualizes a proposal through
procedures than can be used in activating the community partnership between the child
and the school.

Research Methodology
The research used the descriptive approach in surveying and analyzing data since
it is in line with the nature of the research.

Research Tools:
The current research uses the following tools:

A) A questionnaire to collect data and information from the sample represented in the

teachers of the children enrolled in the Child University program in basic education for

the purpose of monitoring the teachers' opinions about the role of school in the

education of creativity and pinpointing the reality of community between school and

the Child University.
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B) An interview for a sample of the Child University coordinators in some child universities
to recognize the reality of community partnership between the Child University and school.
This interview aims at sorting out the required needs to activate community partnership from
the various program coordinators point of view in the universities. It also includes parents of
the children participated in the Child University to identify the reality of activating the Child
University program , know the extent to which the children benefit from the Frogram and
pinpoint the most important suggestions to activate community between the Child University
and school.

Research Limitations

A) Human limitations:

1) a sample of the Child University coordinators Laln
2) a sample of teachers in the schools of the children enrolled in the Child University in
Damietta

3) a sample of parents of the children enrolled in the Child University program in the
universities of Ismailia, Suez, Zagazig, Alexandria, Cairo and Asyut.

B) Spatial Limitations:

1) e Child University in the governorates: (the Child University in Benha, the Child
University of October Institute in Cairo, the Child University in Damietta, the Child
University in Port Said, the Child University in Suez and the Child University in Ismailia)

2) Nine schools of basic education in Damietta and New Damietta

Research Results

1) Weakness of social marketing of the Child University program
2) Non-participation of school with the Child University in carrying out the educational
grograms for students.

) Lack of cooperation of the Child University with the school in implementing specific
events and activities for the creative children.
4) Unavailability of a list for the common work between the Child University and school.
5) Lack of providing databases in schools for the children enrolled in the Child University
6) Lack of cooperation between the Child University and school in putting plans for
sponsoring the creative students
Research Recommendations
1) The necessity of reducing the academic and administrative burdens on the staff
members participating in child university and pinpointing the roles and tasks for each one of
them in the program
2) Community service centers should pay attention to partnership that aims at developing
creativity in all fields.
3) The necessity of convincing all the concerned stakeholders of the community
importance in building creativity which may be an active participant
4) Adopting common educational projects between the Child University and school and
making use of world experiences and experiments in this field, i.e. the university provides the
advisory and training services for personnel who depend on the pre-university education
system.
5) The Child University should ensure the fair acceptance of the students who have the
desire to develop their skills.

6) School management should adopt developed techniques seeking to activate the role of
community partnership among school and the various institutions to serve the educational
process.
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
